You ascend over the Kilpental, passing the Stierhäusleweg to 

Brendturm. From here on you can make a little side trip to the 

Günterfelsen, an admirable natural buildup of green rocks in the middle 

of the forest. On your way back you can either walk a little slope or your 

can stop for a little bit to eat at the Naturfreundehaus. Backwards leeds a 

small path in tail motion left of the street until you reach Alteck. From 

there you take a yellow signed path with gorgeous overlooks of the Black 

Forest back to the restaurant Bären. You can also start the tour at the 

hiking parking at Alteck.
